THINGS TO KNOW...

Money:

Merit Badge Supplies (check your merit
badge requirements for details)

Trading Post (recommended amount is
anywhere from $25 to $50.) Boys will
spend what you give them, so plan
accordingly. This is a good chance to learn
responsibility! Emphasize to them to keep
it secured in their packer until needed.

Fast food lunch on Sunday (suggest $5-$8)
or bring a sack lunch & drink

»  Correct dosage

NO HANDWRITING is allowed on prescription medication bottles. If
necessary, please include any additional information on a separate piece
of paper.

Over the counter medications must be in the original bottle and be
CLEARLY labeled with the Scout’s name.
